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1 Meeting arrangements

The chair, Mr Marc Kuster, opened the meeting and thanked CSC for hosting the
meeting.

The participants introduced themselves. A list of CDFG members and participants at
the meeting is included in Annex A.

3 Minutes of the previous meeting

3.1  Approval of the minutes

Document CDFG-N253.

The minutes of the CDFG meeting on 2007-03-1 (R1, dated 2007-03-28) were
approved.

3.2 Review of Action List

Document CDFG-SD-ActL (2007-10-07) — The notes of the review are presented in
document CDFG-SD-ActL (2007-10-09) together with new Action Items. The new list
of action items is circulated independently.

During the review of the Action List the following items were noted and decided:

asking whether they wish to nominate a National Member
Body representative to the CDFG.

Re Action Item 18/05:
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Action Item 20/02: Erkki Kolehmainen to take necessary contact to encourage
participation in WS-UnivAc on the part of the EU translation
| services.

Re Action Item 19/13 and 19/14: Mr Karl Ivar Larsson will be reminded that he needs
to submit errors relating to errors and problems with OCR fonts.

Re Action Item 19/15: Mr Henrik Holmegaard will be reminded that he needs to
attend a CDFG meeting to present his opinions, as it is otherwise very difficult indeed
for the CDFG to fully appreciate his input.

4 Special topics

4.1 Wien Initiative

Mr Marc Kuster presented the work that has been done so far. The project utilizes
the CDFG Wiki for the work: http://wiki.cdfg.org/Wienlnitiative.

Mr Erkki Kolehmainen noted that a similar project is also going on in Finland. As
contact point he mentioned Mr Klaus Ruppel. Contact between the projects should
be established.

The CDFG will combine input from these initiatives and submit to ISOIIEC
JTC 1/SC 2 and Unicode.

Action Item 20/03: Chair and Secretary to establish contact between various
national activities relating to the encoding of dialectal data
with character set requirements that are not currently
adequately supported, and to encourage input from these
projects to be submitted to ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 2 and
Unicode.

It should be noted that the language variety/-ties need to be encoded in the language
code (ISO 639).

There should be an effort to joint together people who publish dialect material. To
enable web publication and processing (beyond just paper publication) both
character encoding and language variety encoding is needed.

5 CDFG (including Programme of work)

5.1 CDFG financing and future

The Secretary told that Standards Norway is seeking funding. Without explicit funding
it will probably be very difficult to continue hosting the Secretariat.

5.2 CDFG membership and participation
Standing document CDFG-SD-Memb.
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Action Item 20/04: Secretary (with help from Ms Gaid Le Gall and other
members) to go through the CDFG membership list to make
sure that the “correct” people are included to represent
various organization and committees.

In particular was noted:

* ANEC has a new secretary general; Ms Gaid Le Gall will make contact;
* Workshop MMI-DC may possibly need to change its contact;

* Unicode may possibly need to change its contact;

» DG-Enterprise may possibly need to change its contact.

5.3 CEN/ISSS WS-UnivAc

Document CDFG-N270.

Mr Marc Kuster recapitulated the history of the submission of the proposal. It is now
almost certain that the proposal will be accepted and that funding will be secured.

The Secretariat of UnivAc will be NEN. A call for experts and chair will be circulated..

Start-up will possibly be in March 2008. This depends on the processing in the
Commission.

Any information that becomes available will be circulated to the CDFG list.

5.4 Keyboard issues and planned workshop
Documents CDFG-N268 and CDFG-N2609.

This topic is to be discussed in detail at the keyboard meeting in Helsinki on the
following day; see also http://wiki.cdfg.org/OpenSessionOnKeyboards

The recommendations of the Open Brainstorming Session (see the CDFG wiki:
http://wiki.cdfg.org/OpenSessionOnKeyboards) were tabled.

ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 35 has raised some principal issues in document N269. There
may be some misunderstandings, but that needs to be sorted out. A statement to this
effect needs to be worked out at the keyboard meeting.

5.5 European Ordering Rules — ENV 13710

A process is initiated to transform ENV 13710 (plus the additional Technical Report)
to a European Standard, without changing the technical content.

DIN will provide secretariat for this activity. DIN will also propose a chair and/or
editor. This will be voted on by CEN BT by correspondence shortly. A BT Task Force
will be set up. This follows the same procedures as a TC, but is set up for one or two
tasks only.

There is something like 2 weeks of work and 9 months of formalities, and an EN by
the end of 2008 is feasible.

There should probably be a meeting in the beginning and one to study any
comments submitted. The CDFG will urge people to take active part in the TF.
5.6 CDFG’s role in Cultural Heritage standardization
Document CDFG-N265.
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This goes back to the Cyprys conference in October 2006, where the CDFG Chair
participated and presented the CDFG. They set up a study group for cultural heritage
documentation standardization. The Chair has also participated in the follow-up work.

Task Group 16 of RecorDIM would like to see the CDFG involved in future activities,
including having a joint activity, possibly a meeting.

There is a CEN TC on cultural heritage (as well as other bodies), but no other activity
on its documentation.

Decision: The CDFG welcomes the initiative; the CDFG will contribute
to documentation standardization within the field of cultural
| heritage.

5.7  Additional projects and activities
There was no specific discussion about this agenda item.

6 Various European projects and activities

6.1 CEN/ISSS European e-Business Interoperability Forum (eBIF)
There was nothing to report at this time.

The activities within eBIF should be more closely monitored, and CDFG members be
made aware of relevant documents and activities.

6.2 ETSI HF

Documents CDFG-N273, N274, and N275.

Mr Mike Pluke reported on three separate topics:
Keypad input:

Document CDFG-N274.

There should be cross-verification between the ETSI document and the CLDR when
it comes to character set and sorting order.

Cooperation with members of CDFG is invited.
Multi-language spoken commands:
Document CDFG-N275.

It was noted that the LDC (Linguistic Data Consortium, http://www.ldc.upenn.edu/) is
doing things that relate to this; see also ELDA.

PIAPs:
Document CDFG-N273.
Ongoing work on Public Internet Access Points (within STF324) was presented.

6.3  Project Lyra
No report was given at this time. This item will not be included on future agendas.
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6.4  Project Textgrid

The chair reported. The project will probably continue, and standardization will move
to a later stage. See http://www.d-grid.de/.

6.5 Project RecorDIM

This item was discussed under agenda item 5.6.

6.6 eGovernment Focus Group

The Chair reported on the activities so far. The eGovernment Focus Group presented
their preliminary findings to the ministerial conference recently in Lisbon.

See http://www.egovpt.org/fg/Report: Recommendations; pointing very much toward
UnivAc.

At http://psi.egovpt.org/editstandard/ many standards are referenced.

It was noted that there is some work going on in Finland that relate to this.

Semantic resources need to be federated and maintained locally. There will be a
centralized interface with highly decentralized information resources.

There has been little work on cultural diversity issues to far in eGOV. This will be a
focal point of UnivAc.

6.7 WS eCat

The Secretary mentioned that a new activity is being initiated within this Workshop.
The BP will be made CDFG document. The CDFG wants to follow this activity.

6.8 WS eTourism

The Secretary reported briefly on the start-up of a new CEN Workshop dealing with
metadata in relation to tourism. The BP will be made CDFG document. The CDFG
wants to follow the activity.

7 European coordination of international activities

7.1 ISO/TC 37 activities

The Secretary reported briefly. It was noted that ISO/TC 37 should be very careful if
they wish to take on activities inherited from CEN/TC 304 or any CWAs.

The reports from the Provo meetings (August 2007) will be made available to the
CDFG.

7.2 ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 2 activities
There was nothing in particular to report.

7.3 ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 22 activities

There was recently a meeting in Singapore. However, no reports have been received
so far.

7.4 ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 35 activities

SC 35 has made a submission to the keyboard activity that CDFG is initiating.

An activity to collect information about national keyboard layouts has been
revitalized, but no results are known so far.

Some work is going on with ISO/IEC 15897 (locale), but no details are known so far.

7.5 ISO IEC ITU UN/ECE MoU/MG
There was no discussion relating to this agenda item.

7.6 Unicode CLDR

See http://www.unicode.org/cldr/.

Mr Erkki Kolehmainen is participating in the CLDR TC. There are some maintenance
releases to correct errors or include updates (like new currencies, etc.).

Erkki intends to “actually retire”, and he would like others to be active taking care of
European interests, in particular for minority cultures (lesser used languages) that
won't participate directly. There should be a non-industrial representative. The CDFG
could play an important role in representing Europe in this context.

The CDFG would like to take on this, but committed participation does take a
considerable amount of time. The CDFG is a liaison member of Unicode and can

participate in any Unicode TC.

The CDFG and Europe needs to be represented; we need to influence the process.
The problem is to find resources. Some sort of cooperation could be worked out: The
Chair could be the “formal” representative, supported by CSC (through Mr Manne
Miettinen) and the CDFG Secretary, who will mainly take care of their national
issues, but keeping a “side-view” to European issues. The best solution would,
however, be to find one person who could represent the CDFG and pan-European
issues; the CDFG will continue to look for such a person. It is a significant time
investment to be involved in this, since there are telephone conferences once a week
(2 hours every Tuesday night — at 08 US Pacific Time).

The CDFG recognizes and appreciates that Erkki so far has done a very large effort
indeed.

7.7  Other Unicode issues

Document CDFG-N267.

This topic was partly discussed together with Ageda Item 4.1.

Document N267 gives examples of character display/rendering problems/issues. The
CDFG may wish to bring together to a workshop people who are doing complex
character rendering.

Action Item 20/05: Chair and Secretary to plan a meeting dealing with character
rendering in conjunction with an upcoming CDFG meeting.
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8 Next meeting(s)

Next CDFG meeting is planned for Estonia during the two first weeks of March 2008.
The participants propose Monday and Tuesday 3--4 March. [This proposal has been
accepted by the Estonian representative Mr Taavi Valdlo.] The CDFG meeting will be
on 2008-03-03; the meeting on character rendering issues on 2008-03-04. The
second meeting is conditional on having major providers of fonts and relevant
software present.

' Action Item 20/06: Chair and Secretary (with input from Mr Erkki Kolehmainen
and other members) to contact software providers to ensure
participation by the “right” people and organizations at the
“character rendering meeting”.

The following are options for further meetings: (1) Lithuania in October; (2) Cyprus in

connection with cultural heritage issues; (3) Basque country; (4) as always: Brussels.

Preferred option: possibly 2, alternate 4; the Chair will contact Cyprus standardization
in this respect.
